Now her business has a turnover of 

Rs. 24 Lacs! 

 Jyotika Parmar, only eighth standard pass woman from Tarsali area, runs a successful 

security agency. She says, “I got married to Vijaybhai of Bhadran village but did not want 

to spend my life in village. 

 My economical condition was not good. Then after I 

came into the contact of city based organization (I 

Create) Snehdeep and (took the entrepreneurship 

training under the guidance of Josephbhai.)   I have 

started a small Security Agency in 2003 with a capital 

of Rs.500. 

We now have grown well. We provide security to 

men-women during festival of Navratri, Ganesh 

Chaturthi etc. Today I give employment to 60 persons 

and our turnover is Rs. 24 lac.” When she began she 

didn’t have Rs 50 to pay monthly house rent. 

She also trains sniffer dogs and she gives motivational talk at many places and inspires 
women. (Her goal is to create 30 more entrepreneurs like herself and is on its way.) 
 
Her husband says, “In the beginning I was against her starting a business, but now I 
am her partner.
